Nicola Anthony commissioned to create sculpture for Antony Gormley Plinth, Trafalgar Square.
Nicola Anthony’s sculpture "Bleak House" was created to function as an extension of the body, & will be worn & exhibited on the plinth in Trafalgar square by Sue Luminati, director of the Poole Literary Festival. 

Made entirely from reclaimed book text salvaged from water-damaged copies of 'Bleak House' by Charles Dickens, the sculpture is born from the artist’s fascination with linguistics & semantics, & will spark the interest of crowds in Trafalgar square & those viewing live on webcam: 

“A beautiful yet playful object, which is delicately crafted from individual sentences from the book which plume from the head of the wearer & coil around the body. The literary nature of the sculpture will reinforce Sue Luminati’s aim as a chosen ‘Plinther’ to promote the Poole Literary Festival & the diverse nature of ‘literary artwork’ during her hour.” 

Paper aeroplanes & scattered words…

The timeslot on the plinth will also incorporate a performance of creating & launching paper aeroplanes which will be fashioned from excerpts from seminal texts & those of emerging authors. Amongst these will be words from Nicola Anthony’s ‘Word Collection’, words gathered from others through anonymous submissions about fleeting moments, traits & secrets which form their true, everyday self.

Collecting these words has been an ongoing project for several years in collaboration with the London Artists Collective, to gather anonymous responses from a large number of people: A call has gone out for new entries of words this week which can be submitted on the artist’s website. Of the hundreds of responses Nicola Anthony will feature as many as possible on the aeroplanes.

The hour-long exhibit/performance this Sunday 2nd Aug at 8-9am will be streamed live on www.oneandother.co.uk & will be featured on the SKYarts channel.

Nicola Anthony is a London based artist working with text who has been invited to exhibit at the Poole Literary Festival in 2010, which celebrates literature in all its diverse forms & will include visual arts & performances that compliment the written word.  The festival also involves authors such as the Whitbread Prize-Winner, Anne Thwaite & her husband Anthony Thwaite, the best selling novelist Josephine Cox & the festival's local star Imogen Parker. 
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
